ñO Lord, our Lord, how majestic is Your name in all the earth!ò Psalm 8:9 
 

     Indeed, the name of our Lord is majestic, the very Maker of heaven and earth.  
Unfortunately, our world treats the name God and Lord with little or no respect at all.  The 
truth of the matter is that His name is increasingly being abused and misused in our world.   
     The way in which the Lord’s name is to be used is second commandment stuff.  Do not 
take the name of the Lord, your God, in vain.   If you watch any television or listen to radio, 
chances are you have heard profanity.  Profanity is the vain use of God’s name used in 
cursing or swearing.  The more television and movies you watch the more you will hear God’s 
name used in vain.  Unless the movie or program is identified as Christian or is given a G 
rating, you will hear some kind of cursing or profanity.  We are being trained to believe that 
this is just normal communication in everyday conversations.   
     There are times when I am linked into a group of people and my profession has not been 
revealed.  Sometimes, I intentionally choose to hold back my identity as a Pastor just to hear 
how the conversation will go.  It’s amazing how ―normal‖ cursing and swearing are for some 
folks.  By the way, I do eventually get around to letting those who don’t know me, know that I 
am a Pastor.   Oh, I’ve heard more than one confession once they discover who I am.   
     There are other ways in which God’s name is profaned such as lying or deceiving by God’s 
name for selfish ends.   
     We need to probe our own lives and lips to see how we have used or misused God’s name 
for our own purposes.  We are tempted to hide behind the name of God, justifying what we 
do as good, when indeed those thoughts and actions are contrary to His will.  It takes more 
than calling oneself a Christian, to really be one. 
     So, just what does it take to say with king David, ñO Lord, our Lord, how majestic is Your 
name in all the earth!ò Psalm 8:9?  It takes a genuine faith, a heart that believes that Jesus is 
Lord and Savior of all.  We are baptized into that majestic name of God, Father, Son and 
Holy Spirit and have received unconditionally His redeeming grace.  It means that we no 
longer use God’s name for our own purposes or profane, curse or swear by His name.   
     Because of God’s saving grace, we now want to raise our voices in praise and adoration to 
honor and glorify the name of the Lord with our lips, in our thoughts and with our lives.  As 
God’s children we can call on God’s name in every trouble and pray to Him, giving Him 
thanks for all His great blessings and promises.  Because of His great love for us in Jesus 
Christ, we use God’s name we use with complete honor, love and respect.   
     May your lives honor the name of the Lord and may we ever pray as our Lord taught us 
pray, Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name…‖  Let us continually pray that 
the Spirit will help us to keep the name of the Lord holy as we live our lives to Him.

     May this letter find all of you again prepared to take up the challenge of a Christian faith and life after a summer in which many 
other things affected our lives. Hopefully the least effective was not the Word of God. It’s a sure thing that God does expect great 
things from us, or else He wouldn't bless us as He does. How about the branches on the vine in your family? Are they growing? 
And will they also bear fruit in the future? Let’s strive together toward that goal.

MEALS BY WHEELS OF FERGUS FALLS IS IN JEOPARDY 
 

     Meals by Wheels has been in operation for 40 years. Affordable, well-balanced meals are prepared by the 
Senoir Center and delivered by volunteer drivers to any person in need of this service. Volunteers delivered 
10,909 meal last year.  
     Meals by Wheels is not funded by any city, county, state, federal funds. The only money we have to work with 
is the money paid by the clients for their meals and the generous donations of some of the churches, businesses, 
organizations and private parties.  
     We do apply to United Way each year, but will only receive $1,500.00 from them this year.  
     Many of our clients are unable to pay the full amount of $4.25 for each meal, so donations need to be used to 
help these clients out. Another problem is that some of our clients are waiting for money from MEDICA and 1st 
Solutions (which are insurance providers) and some of these companies do not send out the payments for 
months at a time, but Meals by Wheels must pay for the meals each month if we receive all the payments on time 
or not.  
     So the question is: Do you feel this service should continue? If you know this is a service that is worth saving, 
please give this some serious consideration with a monetary donation to Meals by Wheels, or Meals by Wheels 
may be a service of the past.
